GeoMet evaluated the potential of the whole of this area, 
and judged the parts in grey as optimum for CBM extraction. 

Within this area black dots show how the 300 wells could be distributed. 
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As Sir Paul Nurse, the President of the Royal Society, has said “Those living in shale gas areas where there might be fracking have a major stake in the decision. They are the ones who will have a big industry moving into their neighbourhoods, and they need to weigh up the disruption and potential risks against the potential economic benefits for themselves locally and for the UK as a whole.” The same must surely apply to CBM.
